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The goals of the Grade 11 Applied Math course are to develop critical thinking skills through problem solving, and to apply models to real-world problems in order to make predictions. Students will use technology to analyze data, and to demonstrate and communicate learning. Applied Mathematics encourages students to develop flexibility and responsibility during independent and group practice work and projects.

Assessment
You will learn mathematics by doing mathematics.

Daily work will form the largest part of your mark.  You will be assessed in a variety of ways, such as through assignments, projects, quizzes, and tests. Homework will be assigned for each lesson, and will be periodically checked for completeness and organization. There will be a quiz each week, assessing the skills taught since the previous quiz – success in this course requires you stay current to the topics covered.  A final assessment in January will encompass the range of math skills developed over the course of the semester.
Projects and tests in this course are major assessments that cover multiple outcomes. All of the assessments in these categories must be completed in order to receive a credit in this course. If you do not complete one of these assessments, your progress report and report card will show a mark of “incomplete”.
